You'll Get Through This:  
Hope and Help for Your Turbulent Times 

By Max Lucado 

We all fear that the depression will never lift, the disappointment will 
never stop, the pain will never leave. Here in the pits, surrounded by 
steep walls, we wonder if our gray skies will ever brighten. Though 
these unprecedented and challenging times may bring a load of 
uncertainty and fear that feels too heavy to bear, God gives us this 
promise: You'll Get Through This. 

In You'll Get Through This, pastor and New York Times bestselling 
author Max Lucado traces the story of Joseph as told in the book of 
Genesis. The Bible tells us that Joseph was tossed into a pit by his 
brothers, sold into slavery, wrongfully imprisoned, forgotten and 
dismissed.
